Board of Assessors Mission and Responsibilities

The Board of Assessors and administrative staff for the Town of Nottingham is responsible for real property tax assessment, which forms the basis for funding of local government and schools in the State of New Hampshire. The mission of the Assessor’s Office is to administer our duties in a manner that assures public confidence in our accuracy and fairness. The Board is charged with maintaining a fair and equitable assessment roll for the purpose of real property taxation. We perform the following major functions to fulfill our mission:
1. Oversee the Town’s Assessing Contractor to insure they are providing fair and equitable assessments by maintaining a proportional tax base.
2.  Make property valuation information accessible and understandable to the public in a timely and courteous manner.
3. Process abatement appeals in a fair and impartial manner according to New Hampshire law.

4. Determine taxpayer eligibility for property tax exemptions and credits according to New Hampshire law.

5. To develop and maintain effective communications with the citizens of Nottingham on assessing issues.
