Case #P16-007-SUB – Application from Gary and Lorraine Anderson for a 2 Lot Subdivision of 5.215 acres on Gile Road in Nottingham, NH.  Property is owned by Gary and Lorraine Anderson and is identified as Tax Map 27 Lot 1.  
Mr. Anderson brought the Planning Board (PB) up to date regarding his case:

· Approval on August 23, 2016, from the Zoning Board of Adjustment (ZBA) for a Variance for setbacks for the West boundary of the future lot.
· Conditions: The house meet the 50’ setback on the sides and rear and the septic meet the 20’ setback on the sides and rear.  

Mr. Colby suggested conditional approval- conditions:

· Reflect ZBA note

· Monument Certification

· State Subdivision Approval

Public Comments: No one was present 
Mr. Viel noted that the Subdivision Regulations require a review of the Driveway Permit by the Conservation Commission (NCC) due to the driveway being on a Scenic Road.

Mrs. Mooney suggested getting the documents to the NCC for their October 17th meeting.

Discussion: The subject of using Lot letters vs. numbers was raised.  Mr. Colby stated that he met with the assessing coordinator who stated that this one was acceptable with the letters because the surrounding lots are arranged alphabetically- maintains consistency.
