Ms. Winona-MacKinnon read the following Public Hearing Notice:

Case 15-002-VA Application from Gary Tuck for a Request for a Variance from Article II Section C.2 of the Zoning Ordinance to permit the building of an attached garage and breezeway within 25’ from the property line where 50’ is required. Tax Map 23 Lot 12-3.  17 Smoke Street, Nottingham NH 03290. 

Ms. Winona-MacKinnon informed the applicant that he has the right to reschedule the hearing due to a member of the Board being absent- The applicant agreed to continue.

Gary and Paul Tuck came forward to inform the Board of their plans. 
Applicant presented plans that show that the closest point of the intended garage would be 25’ from his closest neighbor’s property line.  The applicant has spoken with this neighbor about his plans and the neighbor has said he is fine with the plans.  
The new construction wouldn’t be seen from the road or from neighbors aside from the seasons when there isn’t foliage.

The proposed location was chosen because it is on high dry land where the other side of the house has a brook therefore leading to environmental issues.
