COMMUNITY WELL WATER TESTING UPDATE
Nottingham Collection Date Will Be Sunday, May 22
Additional water sampling bottles are now available at the Blaisdell Memorial Library for Nottingham residents who wish to have the State Laboratory test their wells' drinking water quality.  Kits can be picked up during regular library hours at 129 Stage Road. 
The date for collection and delivery of the water samples will be Sunday, May 22.  Please follow the instructions in your kits to collect your samples that morning. The samples should be chilled in a cooler until you deliver them to the Blaisdell Library that afternoon between the hours of 1:00 and 4:00 PM.  Please also bring a check made out to "Treasurer State of New Hampshire" to cover the cost of your analysis.  The Conservation Commission will bring all samples to the State Lab in Concord on Monday morning.  Results will be mailed by the Lab directly to residents. 
The Standard Analysis costs $85 and includes tests for arsenic, bacteria, chloride, copper, fluoride, iron, lead, manganese, nitrate/nitrite, sodium, uranium, hardness and pH.  Arsenic-only testing costs $15. Radon testing costs an additional $20.  

All results are confidential and are not made public. The community will receive only a summary composite of the data.
